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Tdpicos Avancados em Investigacdo Cientifica em Psicologia:
Relational Frame Theory And Human Psychological Suffering -
Some New Paths.

Relational Frame Theory (RFT) is a modern behavioral account
of human language and cognition. RFT opened new perspectives in
behavior analysis for the investigation of language and cognition,
based on relational responding, i.e., responding to stimuli on the
basis of their relations with other stimuli. It also brought potential
insights on the role of relational responding in human
psychological suffering. RFT stimulated voluminous research which
led to theoretical advances and reformulations. Colin Harte, who is
now a post-doctoral researcher funded by FAPESP is involved in
exciting new research and theoretical reformulation in RFT. This
new course (under responsibility of Dr. Harte and its supervisor,
Julio de Rose) will be an opportunity for students of PPGPSI to get
acquainted with RFT and with some of its new perspectives
The course will cover: 1. Arbitrary Applicable Relational
Responding (AARR) and transformation of functions of stimuli 2.
AARR, language and rule-governed behavior 3. AARR, language,
and human psychological suffering 4. The IRAP as an instrument to
measure the dynamics of AARR 5. New formulations: HDML and
ROE-M 6. New directions for process-based analyses of human
psychological suffering: The example of defusion.
